Outdoor Learning

Our class outdoor learning will still take place on a Tuesday afternoon. We will be using the various outdoor
spaces on the school site to support our learning in all areas of the curriculum.

In addition to reading 5 times a week, children will also be set spellings to practise on ‘Spelling Shed:
These spellings are the same as the ones we are learning in class. Your childs login details are in their
reading records. There is no set amount of time that you have to spend on this outside of school, but little
and often will be of huge benefit. These spellings will be shared on Class Dojo as part of ouwr Monday post.

Age A ate Gami B Time:
Many children spend a large amount of time using electronic devices and accessing computer games that are
not age appropriate. As a proud Healthy Schools Award holder we would like to remind parents and carers
that children are advised to spend no more than 2 hours a day in front of a screen (TV/ PC/ Laptop/
