Nanpean Church Rooms Open Day / Coffee Morning
On Saturday 9th December, between 1lam
{and 1pm, Nanpean Church Rooms will be
opening its doors to the public to view the
L interior of this landmark building, find out
. more on the proposals for it’s future and to
vote in the consultation. The Parish Council
has received a proposal to take the Church Rooms from a
neglected former Sunday School to a convenience store, which
will include a free cash point, hot food to go, coffee machine,
alcohol and cigarette sales, Pay point services and parcel
deliveries/ collections. This proposal means that some of the
building would remain under the management of the Parish
Council and these rooms would be available for community use/
events.

The car park would also remain under the management of the
Parish Council and still be available for public parking with
certain restrictions. The Parish Council will be going out to
consultation on these proposals from Monday 27th November.
The consultation will end on Saturday 9th December with the
open day/ coffee morning. The consultation will consist of an
online vote on the Parish Council website which gives you the
option to support or oppose the proposals. For those who don’t
have access to the internet, paper voting slips are available from
the Parish Council office or at the open day/coffee morning.
