1) Fruit, milk and tuck

A parent asked whether fruit was free for KS1 children (YR, Y1 & Y2).
Mrs Wicks explained that fruit is free for KS1 children and children under
5 get free milk.

All children (including KS1) are also able to buy tuck at breaktimes — they
can choose from crackers and cheese, yoghurt tube, cereal, raisins, and
malt loaf — tuck costs 20p and needs to be paid on a Monday for the
week.

2) Parent Payment

A parent asked whether parents will be able to pay online at any point in
the future.

Mrs Wicks explained that the school has just signed up to eSchools, who
provide our new school website (launched today), school calendar,
parent app, a learning platform, and a governor portal. We will also be
setting up parent pay with them at some point this term.
