Due to the huge success of our ‘Reading Challenge’ for
the past two years, we will be continuing to reward reading with
books! Also, due to the huge success, we will be increasing the
points to encourage even more reading engagement at home. & >
How will it work? Pupils will earn points for reading activities at home. Only1p0mtw1ﬂbe
counted for each day (maximuwm of 7 points a week). A change this year is that we expect all children
(regardless of year group or key stage) to engage in a reading activity at home at least 5 times a week.

What counts as a reading activity? At Nanpean Schoot, we recognise that reading
enjoyment is developed through doing more than just reading a school reading book. Our pupils enjoy
reading their own books or reading on a Kindle or even having a story read to them! AUl of these
activities help our pupils to develop a broader vocabulary, increased general knowledge and a better
understanding of other cultures. Because of this, all pupils at our school will have a library book as well
as their school reading book to enjoy at home.

What is Accelerated Reader?

Accelerated Reader is a computer program that helps teachers manage and monitor children’s
individual reading practice. Your child will pick a book at their own level and read it at their own
pace. When finished, your child will take a short quiz on the computer. Passing this quiz is an
indication that your child has understood what they have read. AR gives children and teachers
feedback based on the quiz results which the teacher then uses to help set goals and direct ongoing
How will the books he banded?

We will use STAR Reading, a computerised reading assessment, to determine your childs reading
level. Questions continually adjust according to your childs responses. If the response is correct,
the difficulty is increased. If your child misses a question, the difficulty level is reduced. The test
uses multipleschoice questions and takes approximately 15 minutes to complete. The test results will
give your child a reading age and ZPD (Zone of Proximal Development) level.

The ZPD level is the range of books that will challenge a child without causing frustration or loss
of motivation. They will then be able to chouse books within this ZPD level as their individual
reading book. Within this band, there will be a range of difficulties and interest levels for the
children to chouse from. The children will have a STAR Reading assessment every halfterm to
